Must be nominated by a Farm Bureau member.
The individual must be actively involved in farming or an agriculture-related operation.

3. A recent photograph of the nominee along with additional supporting photographs demonstrating the
individual’s agricultural business, leadership and overall leadership experience are to be included with
submission of the application.

4. Any Farm Bureau member is eligible to nominate one entry for the KFB Farm Woman of the Year.
